Several years ago in a Hebrew class we 
read a story about a woman who was so 
excited about all the new cleaning products 
to help her get ready for Pesach.  I never 
could have been that woman!  Getting my 
house ready for Pesach is my very least 
favorite thing about Kashrut. 

When my kids were little we started at 
Purim to get rid of Hametz (non-Passover 
foods).  I would let peas, beans, corn, rice, 
flour, and cereal run down and not 
purchase any more until after Pesach.  
They were not happy all the “goodies” and 
Cherrios were not available.  It was a little 
beginning lesson on how Pesach is a 
different time of year. 

We had a small kitchen where two sets of 
dishes, pots, pans, and silverware had to fit 
into just a few cabinets.  As the year 
progressed, pots and pans became so 
disorganized they would fall out of the 
cabinet when you opened the cabinet door.  
Even the kids said, “It’s a good thing 
Pesach is coming soon.” 

All jokes aside, Pesach is a time to stop 
and think about God’s role in history.  If 
there were no escape from Egypt, there 
would have been no Jewish nation, no Mt. 
Sinai, no Ten Commandments, no Torah, 
and no ancestors of our faith.
